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Notes

EZ Cart: A device that GBA ROM files can be programmed in and used as a GBA cart.
EZ Writer: A device that used to program GBA files to EZ cart from PC and backup GBA
ROM files from GBA game cart or EZ Cart to PC.
EZWriter: A program that run on PC to manage the GBA ROM files and savers of EZ Cart
via EZ Writer.
EZDriver: A set of program run on PC to drive EZ Writer.
Font: Black represents the icon and button words displays in the PC window.

 Orange represents the operation that you must pay attention to.

Hardware Feature

EZ-Writer

1. 61 x 62 x 21mm
2. Standard USB interface, no external power needed, low power consumption, flexible and
stable.
3. Cartridge protection design. Any cartridge won't be physically damaged by pull or plug
at any time.
4. Backup for official and all compatible cartridge supported, and all savers except EEPROM
backup from non EZ-Cart is supported.
5. All functions and features is supported by software, flexible to upgrade, our stable and
timely software upgrade service will keep your hardware up to time always, many
additional function is being planned and being designed.

EZ-Cart

1. All 128M, 256M and 512M EZ-Cart are standard GBA cartridge size.
2. For the capacity of 128Mbit and 256Mbit carts, the capacity of saver is 2Mbit. For the
capacity of 512Mbit carts, the capacity of saver is 4Mbit.
3. All three saving modes are supported. Dump and download for all saving modes and
sizes are supported. All saving modes is supported by software, so you only need to
update your software to accommodate future new saving mode, protect your investment
most, free from hardware upgrade cost and trouble maximum.
4. Rechargeable battery in cart to support saver, no need to change battery, the battery
life is even longer than the flash chips.
5. Perfect compatibility, no saver/speed/crash patch needed, all third-party GBA
applications and emulators supported.



6. Powerful power saving, the battery run-down life of GBA or GBA SP with EZ-Cart is close
to official cart on most games.

Hardware Operation Manual

1. EZ-Writer works with standard USB A-B cable. ATTENTION, we don't guarantee that
EZ-Writer will work properly when it's connected to PC via a USB hub.
2. EZ-Writer will do some initialization work when it's connected to PC, the LED on EZ-
Writer will turn to red from orange. The LED will turn to green when EZ Writer finish the
initialization and ready. If the device driver is not installed properly, the LED won't light
green.
3. Meaning of the LED of EZ-Writer:
Orange: EZ-Writer is in standby mode or the device is stopped by OS, it's safe to pull off
or plug on the cart.
Red: initializing/reading/writing, don't pull off the cart at this time, or the data on the cart
or the file in your PC may be damaged.
Green: idle and ready for work, it's safe to pull off or plug on the cart.
4. We won't be responsible for any damage of cartridge or EZ-Writer caused by
operations of any cartridges other than EZ-Cart or official cartridges on EZ-
Writer, and, we also won't be responsible for any damage of EZ-Cart or other
devices caused by operations of EZ-Cart on any devices other than EZ-Writer or
GBA OR GBA SP. You should be aware of the risk when you do so.

Software Installation Manual

Preparation:
1. Hardware. 1 PC with USB interface. 1 set of GBA or GBA SP. 1 set of EZFLASH that

includes EZ Writer, EZ Cart and USB connection line.
2. Software. PC has installed one of the OS of WIN98/WIN2000/WIN2000XP. The

EZDriver and the program of EZWriter that you can download from
www.ezflash.cn or copy from CD and you have unzipped the zipped file.

3. GBA Files. Some GBA ROM files of music, e-book or game that can run on GBA OR
GBA SP.

Chapter 1 How to upgrade EZDriver from previous version

simply?

If previous version of your EZDriver can drive EZ Writer normally, follow the procedure in
this Chapter.

Please unplug EZ Writer from the USB interface of your PC. Locate the folder that saves
downloaded EZDriver files. Copy ezwinit.sys from this folder to the folder which system
files are saved. For Windows 98 and Windows XP the destination folder is
Windows\system32\drivers. For Windows 2000 the destination folder is
Winnt\system32\drivers. Plug EZ Writer to USB interface of your PC and the system will
load the new EZDriver automatically.

If previous version of your EZDriver can’t drive EZ Writer properly, follow the procedure in
Chapter 2 please.



Chapter 2 How to guarantee your upgrading of EZDriver?

Follow this detailed indication of how to upgrade your EZDriver please if you encounter any
problem when you follow the way in Chapter 1 to upgrade your EZDriver.
First. Click Control Panel and find System icon, double click it.

Second. Select Hardware page from the window of System Properties and click Device
Manager. A dialogue box of Device Manager will be launched. There is a row of
Universal Serial Bus Controllers in the dialogue box. The followed column will display
EZ-Writer if the EZ Writer is correctly connected to the USB interface of your PC, else
means the EZ Writer isn’t connected correctly.



Third, click EZ-Writer list in Universal Serial Bus Controllers column. A menu will be
launched, you can select uninstall, then a dialogue box of Confirm Device Removal will
be launched, you can click OK.



Now, the driver is successfully uninstalled.

Fourth. Run rm.bat. Some unnecessary files will be deleted. It is strongly recommended
to manually delete the downloaded driver files of previous version in the original
folder where you installed from last time.



Chapter 4. Now click next please, and you will find Found New Hardware Wizard
window is launched.

Click next please, and you will see

tick Specify a location�click next please, and you will see:



Click Browse please, and you will see

Locate the folder in which saves unzipped or downloaded EZ Driver and open this
folder,



Click OK, and you will see:

Click next please, and you will see:



Click Finish please, and the EZDriver is installed successfully.

Chapter 3 How to install EZDriver on Win2000 manually?

If the Found new Hardware Wizard window don’t show on your screen, you must
to install the EZDriver manually as followed procedure.

Move your mouse at My Computer and click the right button, you will see:

   Select Properties and you will see:



Click Hardware and you will see:

   



   Click Device Manager and you will see:

   
There is a ! under Universal Serial Bus controllers�Double click right button of your
mouse and you will see:

Click Driver and you will see:



Click Update Driver and you will find the screen just the same as which shown at the
beginning of Chapter 3:

Follow the procedure in Chapter 3 now and you can install the EZ Driver successfully.



Software User’s Manual

Locate the folder in which saves the downloaded and unzipped EZWriter Program in
your hard disk.

Run EZWriter.exe and you will see.

The bottom of the program interface shows “No any cart found” at first, which
indicates that EZ cart has not yet been plugged into EZ Writer. Now plug your EZ Cart



into EZ Writer and move your mouse to Language and click on the icon to select the
language you want from English, Chinese Simplified Character and Chinese Traditional
Character.

Now the program interface shows toolbar. The function of the button in the tool bar will be
introduced afterwards.
The bottom of the program window now shows “256.00Mb ROM left, 204Kb RAM left” if
your cart is 256Mbit and “128.00Mb ROM left, 204Kb RAM left” if your cart is 128Mbit
or “512.00Mb ROM left, 4096Kb RAM left” if your cart is 512Mbit.

Switch languages.
Click �Language�button to switch the language of the interface among Chinese Simplified

Character, Chinese Traditional Character and Englsh.
Write File.
Click �Open ROM�and then select the e-books file, music file, movie files or ROM files

that can run on GBA from your harddisk.



Locate GBA files from your PC. You can select several files one time.

The selected ROM files are displayed in the program frame. For the game ROM files
you must assign the saver size for this game manually if the saver size showed as 0K,
else the guage of your game can’t be saved normally. click Write ROM icon now.





At bottom of EZWriter will show the progress of the program at first and show
“256M EZ-cart found” (or“128M EZ-Cart found”, “512M EZ-Cart found”), how many
ROM files have been programmed, how many Flash ROM capacity and RAM capacity
left etc.
  Pull off EZ Cart from EZ Writer and you will see:

 Now plug your EZ Cart into your GBA or GBA SP please and you can have fun with the
games now!
Backup saving archive.
You can backup the guage of your game to PC when you get some progress over a

game. Pull off EZ Cart from GBA or GBA SP and plug it into EZ Writer, select the game that
you want to backup the saver and select ReadRAM.

Locate the folder that you want to save the saver, click save. Remember the filename
of the saver saves.

Select Backup current game and Backup current game saver from the menu
Backup. Select Backup current game will backup game ROM and saver simultaneously.
Select Backup current game saver will backup game saver only.



Download saving archive.
Select the game you want to upgrade the gauge from the file saves in the PC, click

Write RAM. Locate the file saves the gauge and press Open then the gauge will be
written back to EZ Cart.

Some special functions in the option menu.
Attention: As the operation of Format Cart, RAM Check and Battery Check can

destroy the saver of your game in the EZ Cart. So don’t forget to backup the
savers in EZ Cart before you execute this operation.

1. Using Loader. Loader is a GBA program that shows all the GBA files when you
turn on GBA and make you can select one file from these files.  When you tick
Using Loader you can write several GBA files to the EZ cart, else you can write
only one GBA file to EZ cart. If you format an old EZ Cart in a new version of
EZWriter, don’t forget to backup your saver!

2. Auto Remove Info
3. Format Cart. When a new EZ cart or an old EZ cart is used in new version of

EZWriter program, you must format it at first. To execute this operation, you just
need to click on Format Cart.

4. ROM Check. This operation can check if the Flash ROM in your EZ Cart can be
accessed normally. To execute this operation, you just need to click on ROM
Check. Nothing will be shown if the Flash ROM is all right.

5. RAM Check. This operation can check if the SRAM in your EZ Cart can be
accessed normally. To execute this operation, you just need to click on RAM
Check. The “RAM Check succeed” will be shown if the RAM is all right.

6. Battery check.
6.1 Write Data.
6.2 Check Data.
This operation can check if the Battery in your EZ Cart operates normally. To

execute this operation, you need to click on Write Data and then pull off EZ Cart
from EZ Writer, plug EZ cart back to EZ Writer after about 1 minute and click on
Write Data again. The “Battery Check succeed” will be shown if the Battery is all
right. When you use an EZ Cart first time, it is strongly recommended to plug
your new EZ Cart in a power on EZWriter about 5 or 6 hours to charge the
battery in the EZ Cart.
